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Partner Agency Eligibility Standards
Funding Year 2010-2011
United Way of York County, SC seeks funding partnerships with non-profit organizations and agencies that operate programs with positive measurable results on the following key community building issues: 
· Financial stability and economic self-reliance 

· Development of a healthy community
· Safety of York County children and adults
· Successful education and development of children and youth 

Only qualified 501(c) (3) nonprofit health and human service organizations that have received their final determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service may apply. 
Eligibility Criteria 

United Way of York County, SC holds Partner Agencies to high standards of accountability and transparency.  Agencies wishing to achieve Eligible Partner status must meet the following criteria: 

· Must be a nonprofit, 501(c)(3) organization, conducting a health and human service program;
· Must be registered as a non-profit organization with the South Carolina Secretary of State office;
· Must address unmet priority health and social needs as identified by the 2008 UWYC Community Impact Report Card and serve individuals and families residing in York County, SC;
· If a new service – must demonstrate that the service is not a duplication of existing services or is being delivered in a different way, or in a different location or to a different population;
· Must be able to demonstrate adequate financial accountability;

· Must adhere to transparency standards regarding public access to financial records (IRS Form 990, audits or financial reviews);

· Must be governed by an active, volunteer board of directors that is representative of the service area, with rotating terms practiced;

· Must align with the mission of United Way of York County, SC;

· Must honor the Memorandum of Agreement for Partner Agencies if funded.

United Way of York County, SC will begin the Eligibility process October 22, 2009 to determine which agencies/organizations may apply for 2010-2011 program funding.
Eligibility Process 

· Agencies must submit documentation to qualify as Eligible Partners in order to pursue funding from United Way of York County, SC for the upcoming fiscal year 
· Eligible Partner status allows an agency to apply for funding, but does not guarantee funding 
· Requests for consideration will be reviewed by the Allocation Investment Leadership Team and recommended to United Way of York County, SC Board of Directors for consideration for Eligible Partner status.  
· Once an agency is deemed eligible for participating in the UWYC Allocation Investment process, they must renew their status on an annual basis by submitting updated documentation in a timely manner  
· The documents requested in this initial application process will be kept on file and updated as needed. Any major change in staffing (i.e. Chief Executive Officer or Board Chair) must be reported to UWYC in a timely manner (within thirty days of the change).
· United Way of York County, SC reserves the right to revoke Eligible Partner status at any time if the agency fails to adhere to the guidelines outlined above or the subsequent Memorandum of Agreement for Partner Agencies.
· Agencies will be notified by mail (see annual timeline for date range) regarding the outcome of the eligibility determination process.  
New agencies approved for eligibility will be notified by letter and invited to submit a competitive funding application for Allocation Investment Team review in January 2010.


Funding Restrictions
United Way of York County, SC does not make allocation awards to:
· Individuals

· Organizations without IRS tax exemption 501(c)(3) status

· Political organizations or candidates for political office

· Religious organizations or activities for sectarian purposes

· Individual primary or secondary schools

· Fraternal or social organizations

· Organizations that cannot provide adequate documentation of accounting records, internal control and fiscal management
· Funding for deficits or debt retirement

· Endowments

· Courtesy advertising

· Fundraising events

· Capital campaigns
· Equipment purchase or infrastructure improvements
